Most mosquitoes are not a public health concern and do not transmit human diseases.
The few mosquito species that do so, kill more people than any other creature on earth!

Why is Aedes aegypti Such a Good Vector?

Aedes aegypti is the most important global vector of yellow fever, dengue, Zika, and chikungunya.

REMEMBER - ONLY FEMALES BITE AND SPREAD DISEASE!

Aedes aegypti feeds almost exclusively on people, so the
"next bite" is usually on another person.

Aedes aegypti feeds multiple times and on multiple hosts,
increasing the number of infective bites.

Aedes aegypti feeds and breeds in or near human homes,
increasing the risk of transmission from an infective person
to an uninfected person.

This species gets infected and stays infected, transmitting
viruses in saliva when the female bites another host. It has a
high vector competence.

The association of Aedes aegypti with humans means it’s
readily transported around the world — it is highly invasive!

The common name of Aedes aegypti is the "yellow fever mosquito."

Yellow fever is an acute hemorrhagic disease.
The "yellow" refers to jaundice of the skin and eyes.
Endemic to parts of Africa and Central and South America.

Resulted in thousands of deaths in the U.S. in the 1700 and
1800s. As far north as Philadelphia and Boston!

Effective vaccine available and supportive treatment.
